Some collected
unused books and stationery; others organized a
recycling drive for bottles and old papers. With 25
classmates working together for two months, we
raised 3,200 yuan! This money helped buy winter
coats for 15 children in a village school.

Now, whenever I see our “Sunshine Foundation”
logo on the classroom wall, I remember; great things
happen when we combine our strengths. Just like ants
carrying food—one may be weak, but together we can

move mountains !
